Mustang’'s major design and engineer-
ing features represent a modern
approach to what driving is about for
the 1980’s—a design concept that offers
you traditional Ford value with today's
emphasis on efficiency.

A. Modern Aerodynamic Design. Aero-
dynamic efficiency means less wind
resistance, which can help improve
performance and fuel economy.

B. Suspension System. Up front, a
modified MacPherson strut-type sus-
pension with stabilizer bar. In the rear,
a 4-bar link suspension with coil
springs.

C. Economical 2.3 Liter OHC 4-Cyl.
Engine. This standard Mustang engine
(except Cobra) features overhead cam
design, Holly-Weber staged 2V carbu-
retor with crossflow design of intake
and exhaust ports. Available in turbo-
charged version, which provides
acceleration comparable to some other
cars with V-8 engines.

D. Responsive Front Disc Brakes resist
fade because they dissipate heat more
effectively, are less affected by rain
and dampness. Incorporate audible
wear sensors.

E. Precise Rack and Pinion Steering.
A direct, low-friction system which
provides steering response with
minimal effort.

F. New P-Metric Steel-Belted Radial
Ply Tires. Standard on all Mustangs
(see Notable Standard Features on
next page for sizes). Major feature is
higher inflation pressure for reduced
rolling resistance. Shown are optional
Michelin TRX 190/65R 390 metric tires.

G. Fully Synchronized 4-Speed Manual
Transmission. Companion to the
standard 2.3 liter and optional 2.3

liter turbocharged 4-cylinder engines.
Fully synchronized to permit rapid
upshifting and downshifting at
moderate speeds without gear clash.
Includes sporty short-throw shift lever.

H. Spacious Interior Design. Efficient
use of interior space is one of
Mustang's great features. Mustang's
design offers a lot of room for a car of
its size. Compared with its prede-
cessor, the New Breed Mustang has up
to 3 in. more front shoulder room, 2 in.
more front hip room, 5 in. more rear
leg room, 4 in. more rear shoulder
room, and 6 in. more rear hip room.

I. Solid Unitized Body Construction.
Mustang's unitized body is a one-piece
steel shell with smooth-fitting seams.
Front suspension strut attaching points
and engine front-mounting brackets
are integral with fender aprons.




J. Flat Luggage Compartment Floor is
a design feature of the New Breed
Mustang. Gives the 2-Door almost

2 cu. ft. more luggage capacity than its
predecessor; gives the 3-Door with
rear seat folded down over 5 in. more
cargo floor length and 9 cu. ft. more
carrying capacity.
